Holland is a small village located in eastern Springfield Township, notable for its
concentration of industry and commercial development despite its size. Major
employers in the Village include Walmart, Menard’s, and Kroger, while Springfield
Township features additional commercial areas such as Spring Meadows and Spring
Meadows Center, along with various industrial businesses along Airport Highway.
Demographically, the Village is predominantly white, with a median household income
of $66,000 and a median age of 52. Springfield Township is also primarily white, with
about 9% of residents identifying as multiracial, a median household income of $82,000,
a median age of 40, and an estimated poverty rate of 10%. Neither the Village nor the
Township has a traditional downtown district, resulting in limited centralized gathering
spaces for adults and youth and offering unique opportunities for churches to serve as
community hubs.
